The software is requiring that transgender clients use their birth-name, even if their CDL has been changed. (depends on what is on their Medi-Care or Medi-Cal records)? No one has been hearing anything except Chris, who has had a single client. An LA Times reporter is embedded in an FQHC to see how enrollment goes. DPSS does not seem to be enrolling people in HWLA though they’re supposed to as part of the GR application.

· Tom talked with Brett. Look @ how Bienestar, APLA etc. are coping w/ ACA & where they fit into that picture – how about making that the last session (ie: PTSD for the individual – what the changes mean for the individual provider/agency – coping with change – not calling it burnout). In order of greatness: (Laura Vandernoot-Lipsky “Trauma Stewardship”; Francoise Matieu, Canada compassionfatigue website; Babette Rothchild, LCSW somatictraumatherapy website) “integrate or deteriorate” – use a vignette in which a client falls out of care during transition) (Aaron Fox?
